The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was called to order by Mayor Dennis Long at 7:00 PM

MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Dennis Long, Council Member Greg Scott, Council Member Burl Twitchell, Council Member Lenita Steinaker, Council Member Ruby Hoover, Town Clerk Lynette Asay.

MINUTES: Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to approve the minutes from 

01-08-15 with corrections; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried.

BILLS TO BE APPROVED: Council Member Burl Twitchell made a motion to accept the warrant list from 01-08-15 to 02-12-15; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried.
OCC REGISTER:  Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to accept the OCC Register from 01-08-15 to 02-12-15; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried.

PLANNING & ZONING:  A Business License was received from Cody Christensen to make and sell fishing tackle. The application had already been approved by the Planning & Zoning. Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to approve the business license for Cody Christensen; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. 
UMCA CONFERENCE:  Town Clerk Lynette Asay mentioned that she will be unable to attend this year’s training conference and she would like to send Deputy Clerk Marlena Connor in her place. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to approve sending Deputy Clerk Marlena Connor to the Clerks Ttraining to be held on March 16-20 2015; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. 
EMPLOYEE GIFT POLICY:  It had been discussed at previous meetings to discontinue the practice of giving flowers or money when someone employed with Town is sick or in the hospital. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to no longer give gifts to employees; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. 
CORRESPONDENCE: They Mayor Dennis Long received a letter in regards to the cleanup of the Staples property (old 3M Market). It said that there is no contamination to worry about. Mayor Dennis Long said that he has talked to someone about the contamination of the Ellsworth property. They are planning on cleaning up the site and want to be able to haul the dirt to the 
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landfill. There is a UDOT transportation meeting scheduled for March 11, 2015 for those interested in attending. Council Members Greg Scott, Lenita Steinaker and Ruby Hoover said that they would all like to attend the meeting. There was also a training invitation from the Daggett County Sheriff’s Office that is open to anyone interested in attending. There are still a few items that the Town is looking to surplus and there needs to be more discussion on. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Assistant Fire Chief Drew Housley wanted to give the Council an update of the Fire Department. They have a truck that is being donated to them and it is currently being serviced and waiting while they complete work on the air compressor and the pumps. When they receive the new truck they will swap the equipment with the one that is being stored at the County Road Shed. The Department is looking to get about 2700 gallon storage tank that can be used for times when water is scarce. Since acting as Fire Chief we have really been working on the training. There is a requirement for 24 hours per year on structure training and NIMS training requirements. Assistant Fire Chief Drew Housley said that he has received a $2,500 match grant and purchased a computer for training records, calls and reports. The State Fire Marshall is going to be coming to train on hazardous materials. I have put in for a few other grants that I haven’t heard anything back from yet. I want the Fire Department to succeed. The Mayor Dennis Long and Council Members Ruby Hoover, Lenita Steinaker, Burl Twitchell and Greg Scott thanked Assistant Fire Chief Drew Housley for his efforts. 
ADJOURNMENT:  Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to adjourn the regular meeting of the Manila Town Council; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried.  The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was adjourned at 8:00 P.M.
