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Manila Town Council Meeting

Thursday April 9, 2015

The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was called to order by Mayor Dennis Long at 7:00 PM

MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Dennis Long, Council Member Greg Scott, Council Member Ruby Hoover, Town Clerk Lynette Asay, excused Council Member Burl Twitchell, Council Member Lenita Steinaker.
GUESTS: Eyvonne Long, Dave Hoover, Cathy Golightly, Melna Coleman, Craig Collett, Bruce Wilson.
MINUTES: Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to approve the minutes from 

03-12-15; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried.

BILLS TO BE APPROVED: Mayor Dennis Long questioned the overtime hours of the Public Works Director and it was then agreed that due to an error in the electrical systems at the wells, it required more hours to manually operate. Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to accept the warrant list from 03-12-15 to 04-09-15; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried.
OCC REGISTER:  Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to accept the OCC Register from 03-12-15 to 04-09-15; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried.

PLANNING & ZONING:  A Conditional Use Permit for the Flaming Gorge Market was presented to the Town Council. The Council discussed that they didn’t understand why they would need a conditional use permit. They were informed that the Planning & Zoning wanted them to get one due to the fact they will have used about 42% of their property with the new permit. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to approve the conditional use permit if one was needed, but he doesn’t think that they need to have one; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried. 
COUNTY BRANDING: Craig Collett with the Daggett County Chamber of Commerce wanted to discuss and inform the Council on some new and great benefits to getting the word out about our wonderful area. There is some new funding that is available to the rural areas to help them promote tourism to the area. There are only four counties that were chosen and Daggett County is one of those four. This is the first time that they have paid attention to the smaller rural areas with the funding. It is a great thing to take advantage of. They have allowed an experienced advertiser by the name of Roger Brooks to work with us to make the most of the funding that we have been given and to get our area noticed. With his help we would like the community to help come up with a brand. Melna Coleman asked is this like a logo? Craig Collett responds that it is 
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something to come up with that will make our area unique in regards to other areas so that people will want to come see it. We need to form a small committee to come up with some ideas. For example Jackson Hole Wyoming’s brand is the Gateway to the Tetons. Jackson Hole has 32 art galleries and there are more people that go to see the art galleries than go to see the Tetons. We are asking for community opinions by having you complete a survey that can be found on the Daggett County Website. After we are able to find a brand then we will look into a logo. We hope to have this completed by the end of the year. I would like to invite you all to a meeting that we are having next Monday April 13 at the Flaming Gorge Lodge at 1:00 PM. 
MUSEUM BOARD: Melna Coleman wanted to talk to the Council about the old Town Office that sits outside the current Town Office Building. The museum board would like the Town Council to give them this building so that they can restore it for the historical value that it has. The County Commissioners have sanctioned the acquiring of the building and said that they will help us move the building to the new site. Council discussed the giving of the building to the museum board and was all in agreement to give it to them and allow them to move it. 
DAGGETT DAZE PARADE ROUTE: Cathy Golightly wanted to ask the Council for their permission to change the route of the parade that goes through Town on Labor Day. They would like to start the route at the east end of Town near 5th Street and then end up at the park. We are currently planning more events at the park to get more people to participate and stay around longer. Mayor Dennis Long asked where you would stage the parade from. Cathy Golightly said that they would like to use the vacant land by 5th East. We have talked to the Sheriff’s Office and they said that they were fine with whatever route was decided upon since they have to close the road either way. The Council discussed the route and didn’t see any issues with the change. Dave Hoover asked what they are planning on doing about restrooms if they change the route. Cathy Golightly said that they would have to get some portables. 
BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS: Mayor Dennis Long said that we don’t have one and I think we should have one. Who was on it before? Council Member Ruby Hoover do the people that used to serve on the Board of Adjustments know that they are no longer on it. Eyvonne Long said do you not need to get one set up, put out a letter asking for interest. Council Member Greg Scott asked that this be tabled to the meeting in May. 
DRC CONTRACT: We are currently contracting with Sean Hughes for the use of his sewer certification so that we can comply with the State’s requirement to have a DRC (Direct Responsible Contact) Mayor Dennis Long said that the Public Works Director Jerry Muir needs to get certified it is part of his job. Council Member Ruby Hoover said that she thought the training that Jerry attended was for both water and sewer. Council Member Greg Scott said I don’t think we should be paying for Sean Hughes training and licensing. It should be done through our body. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to approve the contract as written with Sean Hughes for a year; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried. 
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XEROX LEASE: The current Xerox lease is up on our machine. We can either purchase the one we have or renew a lease for a new machine. We are having trouble with the current machine that we are using. To get a new lease it would cost a little more but then you still have the ink supplies, service, and maintenance included. The Council was shown two different quotes for two new machines.  The Council discussed the benefits and decided to get the faster machine. 

Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to accept a new lease for the Xerox machine discussed; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried. 

CORRESPONDENCE: A letter from Sunrise Engineering in regards to some possible projects that they want to discuss with the Council at next month’s meeting was given to the Council. Eyvonne Long said that she had some questions about the purchase of the new Public Works Truck. Eyvonne Long asked was this discussed at any other Council Meeting prior to March 12, 2015. Council Member Ruby Hoover said I believe that it was discussed with the Mayor Dennis Long prior to the meeting and he is the one that said that we should purchase a new truck? Mayor Dennis Long said that I tried to get a new one last year and I could have gotten it cheaper.  Council Member Ruby Hoover said the reason we got the new truck is for the warranty. There is a bumper to bumper warranty for three years. After that there is a 100,000 mile power train warranty. The old truck they wanted $7, 500 to fix it with no guarantee what else was going to need fixed later. The truck wasn’t even worth $7,500.  It was discussed at the meeting on March 12, 2015 before any purchase was made. Eyvonne Long asked is this truck on a loan payment or was it cash. Council Member Ruby Hoover said it was paid for. We are aware that the Mayor was on vacation at the time the purchase was made there was a need and we did the research and made the purchase. Eyvonne Long asked were there three bids on this purchase. Council Member Ruby Hoover said that we did get three bids; there was a bid for the one purchased, a used one and one from the State Surplus website. Eyvonne Long said that is basically like comparing apples to oranges, it should have three bids from three new similar trucks. Council Member Ruby Hoover said that they went over all the details at the council meeting in March and decided it would be best to go with the truck. We realize that when we made the purchase you were not here. We needed it and Council member Greg Scott and Council Member Ruby Hoover said we decided to purchase it. Eyvonne Long asked was Jerry without transportation during this time. Council Member Ruby Hoover said that there were three people trying to share and use one truck. Eyvonne Long said that if you are going to get three bids I think they should be the same truck from different companies.  Council Member Greg Scott said that with all the discounts that we received from Whistler Chevrolet I feel we did get a really good deal. Council Member Greg Scott said I understand what you are saying about the apples and oranges, we did do the research and we did get the three bids. Eyvonne Long said that there should have been three consecutive bids. Council Member Greg Scott said that in the future we will consider that. Eyvonne Long said that she would think that the tax payers would appreciate that. 
ADJOURNMENT:  Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to adjourn the regular meeting of the Manila Town Council; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried.  The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was adjourned at 8:26 P.M.
