Manila Town Council Meeting

The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was called to order by Mayor Dennis Long at 7:01 PM

MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Dennis Long, Council Member Greg Scott, Council Member Ruby Hoover, Council Member Burl Twitchell, Council Member Lenita Steinaker, Town Clerk Lynette Asay.

GUESTS: Eyvonne Long, Dave Hoover.

MINUTES: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to approve the minutes for the public hearing and the regular meeting with corrections from 06-11-15; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried.

BILLS TO BE APPROVED: Council Member Burl Twitchell made a motion to accept the warrant list from 06-11-15 to 07-09-15; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried.

TRANSACTION REGISTER:  Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to accept the Transaction Register from 06-11-15 to 07-09-15; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried.

PLANNING & ZONING:  Mayor Dennis Long said that he has been getting a lot of complaints about the cost of the building permits. A list of complaints was received from a citizen and they were given to the Council for review. Eyvonne Long wanted to know how the building permits were recorded for each property owner. Town Clerk responded that they building permits are figured out by the Building Inspector based on the fee schedule that the Council adopted. The fees are then paid by the property owner before building can take place. The payments are then recorded and deposited into the checking account. 

JEFFERY STEVENSON GARBAGE BILLING: The Town ordinance states that property owners are allowed five household garbage bags to be picked up once a week and that any amount of bags after the first five will incur a charge of $2.00 per bag. Jeffery Stevenson had been charged for extra bags and he said he wanted it to be refunded because he did not have extra bags in front of his property. It was known that Jeffery Stevenson had mentioned to others that he had distributed the extra bags to neighbor’s homes to avoid being charged the extra fee. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to not refund the billing for the extra bags; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover.; motion carried. 
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HB 362: Utah League of Cities and Towns sent a letter for the Council to consider recommending a resolution to the County Commissioners their support in favor of a raise in fuel taxes to help put more money into communities for roads. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to not support the HB 362; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried.

TOWN COMPLEX BUILDING UPKEEP ISSUES: There are a few things around the building that are not being taken care of. There have been Christmas lights that needed to be removed from the tree, but that has recently been taken care of. There is also an issue of garbage that is on the ground around the building. Who is responsible and who is going to make sure that it is taken care of. Eyvonne Long asks are there not any garbage cans there. Council Member Ruby Hoover said yes there are garbage cans but they are small cans that are over flowing and easier for animals to get into. Council Member Greg Scott said that when he used to pick up trash for the Town the seniors would keep their cans in the garage and they would open the garage and take the trash out of there so animals didn’t get into it.  Mayor Dennis Long said that there is also a lot of garbage being left by the RV Dump station. Council Member Greg Scott said that maybe we should look into getting a dumpster to set out by the RV Dump station. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that it too would become full and overflowing which would also be a mess. Council Member Burl Twitchell said that at one time Jim Briggs had taken some of the old dumpsters from the Forest Service and he may still have some that he would be willing to give to the Town. Council Member Greg Scott said that it is the Town employees who should be responsible for cleaning up around the building. Maybe they should just have one day a week where they can walk around the building to clean up any garbage that is left there. Council Member Greg Scott said I will do it once a week. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that it should be the employees. 

RESIDENTIAL YARD CONDITIONS: Mayor Dennis Long said that he has driven around the Town and that the properties are not that bad. Dave Hoover said that he has people come into his garage and they are unhappy with the properties. They want to know who is going to write letters to these property owners requiring them to clean up their properties. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that in the past the Mayor would write letters to tell the owners to clean up their yards or the Town would do it and charge the owners for the cost of the clean up. Council Member Greg Scott said that there should be some kind of time requirement given for them to comply.  Mayor Dennis Long said that he would write a letter to these properties that are out of compliance. 

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE: Mark Wilson had talked to the Mayor about a donation for the rodeo program. They wanted to know if they could count on the Town for a $50.00 donation to 
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 the rodeo program like they have done in the past. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to donate the $50.00 to the Chamber of Commerce; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried.

CORRESPONDENCE: Cathy Golightly wants to know what the Town wants to do with their air filled bouncy thing. They wanted to use it at the Daggett Daze parade and events at the park during Labor Day weekend; however there would have to be a $500.00 liability deposit paid in order to use it. So Cathy Golightly suggested that the Town donated it to the auction to be held that same weekend. Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to donate the bouncy thing to the auction; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried, 

ADJOURNMENT:  Council Member Burl Twitchell made a motion to adjourn the regular meeting of the Manila Town Council; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried.  The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was adjourned at 8:19 P.M.
