The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was called to order by Mayor Dennis Long at 7:00 PM

MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Dennis Long, Council Member Lenita Steinaker, Council Member Burl Twitchell, Council Member Greg Scott, Council Member Ruby Hoover, Town Clerk Lynette Asay. 

GUESTS:  Dave Hoover, Gretchan Northcott, Eyvonne Long, Keri Pallesen, Burke Pallesen, Tanner Pallesen, Deb Bergmeier, Brian Raymond. 

MINUTES: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made motion to approve the August 13, 2015 public hearing and regular meeting minutes; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried. 

BILLS TO BE APPROVED: Council Member Ruby Hoover made motion to approve the warrant list dated 08/13/2015– 09/10/2015; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried.

TRANSACTION REGISTER: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made motion to approve the Transaction Register dated 08/13/2015 – 09/10/2015, seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried.

PLANNING & ZONING:  The Town Office Complex had experienced a propane fire that damaged a wall. The Town has put in for a building permit for the repairs. The Town received three bids for the work. The bids received were from Andrews Construction, Bruce Wilson, and Ray C Construction. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to waive the fees for the building permit; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to accept the bid from Bruce Wilson for the repair to the building; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. 

VICTIMS ADVOCATE: Deb Bergmeier came to discuss the happenings in the Daggett County Victims Advocacy program. The program is all done on grants and they require me to talk with community leaders once a year and inform them on what is going on in the community and seek comments, suggestions and help. The last time that she met with the Town Council was on June 6, 2014 and this is what has been happening in the community since that time period; 5 child sex offenses, 8 domestic violence, 1 adult sexual assault, 1 assault and several secondary victims. That is a lot in a year. I was surprised at the number when they were added up. The program was started five years ago and in the time there has been 4 assaults, 13 child sex abuse cases, 3 child sex 
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offenses, 6 child physical abuse, 3 stalking, 3 sexual assaults, 3 sexual offenses, 19 domestic violence cases and I identity theft. There is a great need for this program to help these victims and the secondary victims in this community. No community is immune to these types of crimes. I would like to also schedule a meeting with the Seniors during a lunch and talk to them about fraud and get them some training on what to look for. Mayor Dennis Long says that just surprises me that there are that many. Some of these cases take up to three years and so we are with these victims for three years. Council Member Ruby Hoover this are not just all cases in the Town? Deb Bergmeier said that no this is county wide and some of these cases are people that are visiting the area when the crime occurs. Council Member Lenita Steinaker asks does this also include people that have seeked help but then do not press charges. Deb Bergmeier said yes. 

FERRELL GAS PROPOSAL: Ferrell Gas came into the office to offer a reduced rate for the Town and the employees if they could get the Town to switch to their company. There would be a free tank swap out, no contract and free tank monitoring. Mayor Dennis Long said I think we need to just get with Basin. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that if Basin is comparable then I would just like to stay with them. Council Member Burl Twitchell said that if you call Basin then they might just give you a discount too. Mayor Dennis Long said they are comparable I don’t think that there is but a couple cents difference. They have always treated us good. 

BACKHOE LEASE: Jerry went down to the Rural Water Conference and they told him that they would lease the Town a brand new John Deere backhoe for $891.10 a year for 300 hours. After 300 hours the cost would be $20 per hour. Council Member Greg Scott asks what is wrong with the backhoe that we have currently. Mayor Dennis Long says nothing it runs good he uses it. For that price you could get one and then when you get close to the 300 hours park it and use the other one. I’m not sure what they contract says will happen after the year is up, or if we would be liable to purchase it at that time. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that couldn’t we have the attorney look over the contract to make sure that we aren’t getting into something that we aren’t aware of. Mayor Dennis Long says but that is a good price. Council Member Burl Twitchell said that the County and the School District have both done similar leases with Case. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to accept the lease of the new backhoe upon more information about what happens after the first year; second by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. 

DISCUSS CHAGE OF MEETING TIME: Council Member Greg Scott asks why we have to have the meeting at 7:00 PM is there any regulations that state we have to have it at 7:00 PM Mayor Dennis Long said that we can have it whenever we want. The Town Clerk said that she would like to have it at five so that she doesn’t have to go home first and then come back. Greg Scott said that as long as it sometime after 5:00 PM that would be good for me. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to change the meeting time to 5:30 PM; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. 
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SURPLUS: The Council had talked about the items for surplus before. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that we have talked about getting rid of some items for some time now and nothing has been done. Mayor Dennis Long said that he had talked to Jerry and he said that he was waiting for the price of scrap to go up. I was told by UBAG that is you sell the Senior Bus that we would have a law suit. Brian Raymond said that my understanding working with grants that if it was purchased with federal grant money then it would have to be returned to them or given to some other agency that could use it. Council Member Greg Scott and Council Member Lenita Steinaker said let’s give it back to them then. I want to see these non running vehicles gone there is no need to just have them parked. What about the Mule, I think we should do the same with it. Mayor Dennis Long said that all it needs is a battery and we could use it here to plow snow off the parking lot. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said okay we will try it out for this winter and if it doesn’t get used then I say get rid of it. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to surplus the 1985 van with a starting bid of $1,000 and a starting bid on the 1998 Red Ford at $500.00, send the bus to UBAG and scrap the other ones; seconded by Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. 

DONATION TO RECYCLING PROGRAM: Brian Raymond applied to a grant but did not get awarded the grant. So we are now looking for anything because at this point we don’t’ have any place to put it. We would like to have some kind of building so we can keep it out of the weather. We have gotten some money from Flaming Gorge Community Foundation and from Green River. Council Member Lenita Steinaker asks so what are you going to do with this money. Brian Raymond said I am looking to find some kind of building. Last time I talked to this Council you said that you would check your budget and see if there was any money available and so that’s why I am back. Council Member Greg Scott said so are you looking for any amount or is there a specific amount that you are requesting. Brian Raymond said maybe $500 or $1,000. We would like to get some kind of small shed. Council Member Greg Scott said do you have some place to put this shed. Brian Raymond said that when we were going for the grant the County Commissioners gave permission to use some space at the County Road Shed. Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to donate $500 to the recycling program; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried. 

DONATION TO THE HIGH SCHOOL RODEO: Tanner Pallesen and Burke Pallesen came to ask the Council for a donation to the Manila High School Rodeo Club who holds a rodeo with the Salina Rodeo Club in September in Salina, UT. In the past the Town has given $200 to the High School Rodeo Team. Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to donate the $200 to the High School Rodeo Team for the rodeo; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried. 

LANDFILL: The property now belongs to the town and we have to get a new permit to start using the new property. 
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FIRE DEPARTMENT: The Fire Department has had a few grass fires. They went to Browns Park for a fire call and had to buy tires for the tanker truck. The Fire Department is moving along. The Fire Department sold T-shits at the Manila Festival and they got 3rd place in the parade. The Fire Department was also on standby for the fireworks. 

DELINQUENT UTILITY ACCOUNTS:  There are a couple of utility accounts that are delinquent and have had the water shut off and liens placed on the properties. Even after these steps the accounts continue to be delinquent and amount owed is growing. Council discussed other ideas on how to take care of these accounts. They Council decided that they will just continue to keep the liens active and water shut off so that it doesn’t become a new owners problem and the amount owed will be paid by the property owner that incurred the debt. 

ADJOURNMENT: Council Member Ruby Hoover made motion to adjourn the regular meeting of the Manila Town Council; seconded by Council Member Burl Twitchell; motion carried. The meeting was adjourned at 8:12 PM
