UTAH STATE RETIREMENT ELECTION CHANGES: The Manila Town Council held a public hearing to get input on the possible changing from the Contributory System to the Non Contributory System with the Utah State Retirement. 
ADJOURNMENT: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to adjourn the public hearing and enter into the regular meeting of the Manila Town Council; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried. The public hearing was adjourned at 5:38 PM

REGULAR MEETING

The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was called to order by Council Member Greg Scott at 5:38 PM. 

PRESENT: Council Member Lenita Steinaker, Council Member Greg Scott, Council Member Ruby Hoover, Town Clerk Lynette Asay, excused Mayor Dennis Long and Council Member Burl Twitchell. 
GUESTS: Eyvonne Long, Gretchen Northcott, Dave Hoover, Brian Raymond, Rowdy Muir.
MINUTES: Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to accept the minutes from October 8, 2015; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried.
BILLS TO BE APPROVED: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to accept the warrant list from 10/08/15 to 11/12/15; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried.
TRANSACTION  REGISTER: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to accept the OCC Register from 10/08/15 to 11/12/15; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried.
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PLANNING & ZONING:  There was no business brought to the Council from the Planning & Zoning Board. Council Member Ruby Hoover voiced her concern about a bear statue that is in the Towns easement and is too close to the road on Main Street.
UTAH STATE RETIREMENT ELECTION CHANGE: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to approve the election change for the retirement systems to be Non Contributory instead of the current Contributory System; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried. 

2015 ELECTION CANVAS: Town Clerk Lynette went over the election results with the Council. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to approve the canvas of the 2015 election; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. 

FOREST SERVICE HOUSING: Rowdy Muir came to talk to the Council about the possibility of having the Town take over the road Ashley Way. The Forest Service is looking to sell 5 homes that are on Ashley Way this coming spring. The road Ashley Way is the right of way for these homes that they are planning to sell. If the Town doesn’t take over the road then the people would have no right of way to their homes and they would then have to purchase a right of way from the Forest Service. The Council in the past discussed taking over the road and they were concerned about having to worry about the upkeep of the road.  The Forest Service would like to just give the road to the Town and since the property is already incorporated in the Town it will only add value to the Town. The utility services are also running down this road which would also be of interest to the Town. If the Town took over the road then they would not have to ask for permission to access those utilities. The road was improved a little over a year ago. The Forest Service will still be using the east end and the Forest Service would be willing to help with the maintenance of the road. Council Member Greg Scott said that if we could get some kind of written agreement then maybe we could work something out. 
RESOLUTION 15-2 RDA: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to approve the Resolution 15-2 for the Rural Development Agency; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried.

MOU: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the Daggett County RDA and the Town of Manila RDA; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried.

R HIDEOUT BILLING:  We received a note from the R Hideout in regards to a water overage billing. He is disputing the fact that he is being charged an overage. The billing allows him 56,000 gallons of water usage per month and the usage amount was 73,942. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to allow the overage to be billed; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. 
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CORRESPONDENCE: Council Member Lenita Steinaker suggested that the Town employees get a Christmas bonus for the same amount as last year. Last year the full time employees got $250.00, and the part time got $100.00. Council Member Lenita Steinaker suggested that the part time employee Marlena Connor should get a little more than the ones that are just cleaning the office and watching over the landfill since she puts in a lot more hours. Council Member Lenita Steinaker suggested that the Town give Marlena Connor $150.00 this year. The Council discussed the Christmas Tree Lighting that will take place on December 5, 2015. Brian Raymond mentioned that there is a grant from the Citizens of Rural Design the deadline for putting in for this grant is January 12, 2016. 
ADJOURNMENT: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to adjourn the regular meeting of the Manila Town Council; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried. The meeting was adjourned at 6:28 PM
