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Manila Town Council Meeting
Thursday December 10, 2015
Town Office Meeting Room
5:30 PM


The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was called to order by Mayor Dennis Long at 5:30 PM

MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Dennis Long, Council Member Greg Scott, Council Member Ruby Hoover, Council Member Lenita Steinaker, Council Member Burl Twitchell excused, Town Clerk Lynette Asay.

GUESTS: Eyvonne Long, Dave Hoover, Gretchen Northcott, Jeff McCarty, Aaron Avret.

MINUTES: Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to approve the minutes for the public hearing and the regular meeting from 11-12-15; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried.

BILLS TO BE APPROVED: Council Member Lenita Steinaker made a motion to accept the warrant list from 10-08-15 to 11-12-15; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried. The Council was provided a copy of the budget for review and comparison. 

TRANSACTION REGISTER:  Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to accept the Transaction Register from 10-08-15 to 11-12-15; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried.

SUNRISE ENGINEETING: Jeff McCarty and Aaron Avret came to update the Council in regards to the water and sewer study that they are performing. They should be done by the end of January. They have done a study on the sewer in a couple of different ways. One to have the sewer pipes lined; the other to have them replaced. The cost for the lining is less, but it doesn’t help the fact of the difficulty in maintaining all the types of lines that are throughout the system. It would be a little more money for the replacement of the pipes but the quality would be better. After the completion of the studies it will be up to the Town to decide where they want to go. Eyvonne Long asked if they have used cameras in the sewer pipes as part of their study. Jeff McCarty responded that they did not use cameras as it has already been done in the past and it didn’t make sense to incur the cost again. The other study that they are working on is the new water line replacement from the new tank to the Public Works building. If the Town decides to start a project after the studies are completed then there will probably be a requirement for rate increases. Aaron McCarty also wanted to talk to the Council about an idea that the Mayor Dennis Long asked him about. The Mayor wanted to see what could be done about creating a park behind the Town Office building. Aaron said since talking with the Mayor they started looking for some funding that might be available for such a project. UDOT does have a $140,000 grant for trails which could be a starting point. There haven’t been a lot of applications for this grant money in the past. The $140,000 isn’t going to be enough to finish a project but it 
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could get something started and then the Town could reapply for future funding to get the project completed. There is a required 6.25% match. Council Member Ruby Hoover said that I think the citizens might be a little upset if we were to create trails and parks before we work on the roads. Aaron Avret said that there is some money for roads that is available but much harder to get since there are a lot more applicants. The waiting list is already till 2020. Jeff McCarty and Aaron Avret said that they will be coming back to give a full report to the Town at a later date. 

CHRISTMAS BONUS: Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that at a previous meeting we talked about the Christmas Bonuses for the employees. I thought that I would like to see Marlena get a little more than the other part time employees since her responsibilities are more than someone that cleans the office or takes money at the landfill. Mayor Dennis Long said that I think she should get the same as Town Clerk Lynette Asay since she does the same work. I don’t think that Curtis Hyde should get a Christmas Bonus at all since he has only been employed with the Town for a few months. Council Member Greg Scott said that he feels it should be all or none. Either they are an employee or not.  It doesn’t matter how long they have been here. Council Member Ruby Hoover said that maybe we could give him $75 instead of the $100 because of the fact that he hasn’t been working here that long. Council Member Lenita Steinaker said that there have never been any qualifications to receive a Christmas bonus in the past and there shouldn’t be one now. Council Member Greg Scott made a motion that there will be a Christmas Bonus every year and it shouldn’t have to be brought up at the meeting every year unless the Council wants to discuss the amount given; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried. After lengthy discussion about the amounts of bonuses and who gets them and how much Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to approve the Christmas bonuses in the amounts that follow;  Full Time (Jerry & Lynette) $250, Part Time Marlena $150, Part Time (Marjon, Curtis, Sunny) $100; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; Mayor Dennis Long votes NAY; motion carried.

LANDFILL: Mayor Dennis Long was asked to give an update on the status of the permit for the landfill. Mayor Dennis Long said that Sunrise Engineering is working on it.  Council Member Lenita Steinaker wanted to make sure that this process gets completed since it is very important to the future of the landfill. 

ADJOURNMENT:  Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to adjourn the regular meeting of the Manila Town Council; seconded by Council Member Lenita Steinaker; motion carried.  The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was adjourned at 6:15 P.M.
