MEETING CALLED TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 6:02 P.M. by Layne Ferrin, Chairman. 

PRESENT: Layne Ferrin (Chairman), Tammy Twitchell (Vice Chairperson), Melna Coleman, Bruce Wilson, Marlena Connor (Secretary). 

GUESTS: Dennis Long, Eyvonne Long, Russell Long, Steve Swenson, and John Stoker. 

MINUTES: Bruce Wilson made a motion to approve the minutes from November 3rd, 2014. Melna Coleman seconded the motion with exception that the building inspector’s report has more detail about the inspections. All were in favor. The motion was carried. 

BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT: There is no report available for January. 

NEW BUSINESS: 
	
1. Randy Long/ Tire Business at 83 W. 2nd N. 
Randy Long wants to start a business in the Town of Manila selling, mounting, and balancing. No signage will be used. Randy Long might have flyers made and hand them out. Tammy Twitchell made a motion to approve (and recommend to Manila Town Council) of the business license and conditional use permit. Bruce Wilson seconded the motion with the caveat that the Mayor and Fire Chief do a safety inspection of the building that will be used. All were in favor. The motion was carried.

2. John and Lauretta Stoker/Combining Lots 112 & 124 N. 5th E.
John Stoker brought in notarized mylars that came from Timberline Engineering and Land Surveying located at 209 N. 300 W. Vernal, UT. Tammy Twitchell made a motion to approve and recommend to the Manila Town Council. Bruce Wilson seconded the motion approving of the combination of lots 5 and 6 in Flaming Gorge Estates. All were in favor. The motion was carried.

3. Forest Service Presentation/Properties on Ashley Way 
Planning and Zoning received a letter and two maps from Manila Town Council
regarding Forest Service homes/properties and the road Ashley Way. The forest service is proposing to sell the 5 manufactured homes/properties (between HWY 43 and Ashley Way) into private ownership and want the Town of Manila to accept dedication of Ashley Way and maintain it as a public road. There were many questions such as:
Would the road be brought up to standard before the town would accept the dedication. Would the town be responsible for the water and sewer lines. Would the town receive more tax money for the care of the road. Tammy Twitchell made a motion to table this business until they have further information. Melna Coleman seconded the motion. All were in favor. The motion was carried. 

4. Tammy Twitchell/Resignation
Tammy Twitchell brought a letter asking the Chairman to accept her resignation from the Manila Planning and Zoning effective immediately. Due to her leaving the area shortly. The Planning and Zoning board asked if Tammy Twitchell would be willing to stay with the board until she leaves. Tammy Twitchell agreed. All were in favor. 

5. No meeting in December/Signature
Layne Ferrin informed Planning and Zoning of the Document that needed to be signed stating that Planning and Zoning did not have a meeting in December due to no new business. The document will be kept with the other Planning and Zoning minutes. 

OLD BUSINESS: 

1. Single Wide Trailers in Manila
Tammy Twitchell wanted to know if the definition about mobile homes needed to be clarified in the ordinance book. Layne Ferrin suggested that the Planning and Zoning Commission and Town Council have a workshop and amend or make proposals to some of the ordinances.
