MINUTES


MEETING CALLED TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order at 6:40 P.M. by Layne Ferrin, Chairman.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING: Tammy Twitchell made a motion to approve the minutes from March 30th, 2015. Melna Coleman seconded the motion. All were in favor. The motion was carried. 

BUILDING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: The building inspector was present and had no new business. 

NEW BUSINESS:

1. FLAMING GORGE MARKET/STORAGE 75 E. HWY 43
A conditional use permit will be required for the proposed storage of 9’x36’ at the 
Flaming Gorge Market and sent to the Town Council for approval. Tammy Twitchell made a motion to approve the conditional use permit and building permit. Carol Force seconded the motion. All were in favor. The motion was carried. 

2. ZONING CHANGE
Niel Lund had asked if he could buy a home in R-1-8 and rent it out on a daily, weekly, or monthly basis. Matthew Tate explained that if Niel Lund were to rent on a daily or weekly basis he would have to change the zoning to commercial and get a business license at minimum. It would also require a conditional use permit and approval from the neighbors. It will be fine if Niel Lund rents his home on a monthly basis with no other requirements.  




3. QUESTIONS FROM CITIZENS/VACATION INN
The owners of Vacation Inn have sold some of the condos to private parties. Planning and Zoning recommends that citizens call the County to see if there are any CC&Rs or stipulations recorded before buying or renting a condo. 


OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Forest Service Presentation to Manila Town Council 
Planning and Zoning thinks the road should be brought up to standard before the Town of Manila adopts the road. The Planning and Zoning Commission wants to check with Daggett County about any covenants that may exist. If there are covenants in place they will need to be used when subdividing the subdivision.
