MINUTES

BUILDING INSPECTOR’S REPORT:  Matt Tate did not attend the meeting but had turned in individual inspector reports to Marlena Connor that day.  There was not a building inspector’s report available. The Planning & Zoning members looked at recent inspector’s reports to see what has been happening.

NEW BUSINESS: 
1. Clark & Tammy Laudato/Free Standing Roof and Deck @ 296 N. 4th E.
Planning & Zoning members figured that the covered property used is 16.5%. The structure will be built by Cleary Building Corp. They are in compliance with the setbacks. Tammy Twitchell made a motion to approve the Laudato’s building permit. Carol Force seconded the motion. All were in favor. The motion was carried. 

2. John Derbidge & Chris Olsen/Patio w/ roof 29 E. 2nd N. 
Chris Olsen built a patio and roof without a building permit. The building inspector talked to Chris Olsen and told him that he needed a building permit. Chris Olsen put in for a building permit. Planning & Zoning called John Derbidge and asked the dimension of his house.  John Derbidge said his house is approximately 40’x20’. Planning & Zoning had figured the covered property usage (figured at a larger dimension 53’x29’) to be at 16.9%. Tammy Twitchell made a motion to approve the building permit. Carol Force seconded the motion. All were in favor. The motion carried. 


										
3. Grant Brown/Complaint about home

Layne read the complaint from Carl Fair dated 6/22/2015 out loud to Grant Brown.  The complaint stated Marlena Connor had enclosed a porch and added an awning without a building permit. Grant Brown told Planning & Zoning that this is how he bought his house nearly 3 years ago. Tammy Twitchell asked if the house was added  on by the previous owner are the new owners liable? Also, do the new ordinances apply since the home was built on before the ordinances were adopted? Planning & Zoning stated that since the complaints go to the building inspector it would be up to Matt Tate, Building Inspector, to review and determine what happens with the complaints.
